· 8.00am to 8.45am - Tech inspection 

· 8.00am - Course open for walking

· 8.30am – Novice course walk with Nick Betegh (AX instructor)
· 9.00am – COMPULSORY Drivers Meeting

· 9.15am – Stage in car park / paddock area with first car away
- Regular entrants = Group A will get 3 runs with Group B working then swap over so Group B will get 3 runs with group A working


60 minute lunch at 12 midday (ish) – Lunch is included in the entry fee. Lunch includes large fries + soda + 1 choice of (a) cheeseburger (b) chicken strips (c) hotdog (d) vegetarian option. Lunch vouchers will be handed out at the registration desk – no voucher, no free lunch! In order to minimize delays, if you have any friends or family attending, please ask them to collect your lunch as early as possible. If you would like a veggie meal, pls email me ASAP to reserve one.

· 11.30am – Gold Pass Reg & 30 min Tech opens

· 12.00pm – Lunch + 30 min Gold Pass only course walk

· 12.30pm – 15min Gold Pass novice walk

· 12.55pm – 5 min Gold Pass Drivers Meeting

· 1.00pm – First car away 

· Regular entries = Group A will get 3 runs then Group B will get 3 runs

· After the final competition run, we will be giving non-timed “feel the speed” AX passenger rides to raise more money for ALS – suggested donation will be $5. Please ask your friends and family if they would like a passenger ride and if yes, pls sign up at registration

· Finish by 3pm (ish) and crack open the post-event drinks kindly provided by Dogfish Head Brewery.

For Gold Pass entrants, you have the option to run:

(a) 6 x AM session – arrive at 8am; then have 3 runs with group A in AM and 3 with group B in AM – finished by lunch time

(b) 6 x PM session - arrive at 11.30am for reg and car tech; then have 3 runs with group A in PM and 3 with group B in PM – finish at 3pm

(c) Regular 3xAM/3xPM split - you will placed in either group A or B and run with  that group all day – to determine if you are running with A or B, pls refer to the attached excel spreadsheet
3) Tech Inspection

All cars must be tech’d by our official tech inspectors on the morning of the event between 8-8.45am (Gold pass = extra session from 11.30am to 12 midday) – no tech, no driving. AX tech inspections are not are comprehensive as drivers ed inspections but pls make sure your car is in good working order before the day of the event.  Please check: wheels and bearing, no oil/fluid leaks, battery is secure, take everything out of car including floor mats. Once your car is clear of junk, pls pull up to the tech line area (which will be visible in the car park area) where your car will be inspected.
NB -- Helmets are required for all drivers and passengers -- Snell 2000 or Snell 2005 preferred.

If you don’t have a helmet, we have loaner helmets which you can borrow.
 
4) Car Numbers
Your pre-allocated car number is shown on the attached spreadsheet – Gold pass entrants have numbers greater than 100  ---  you must use your allocated number, no if’s, no buts, no … but my favorite number is blah blah blah as they have already been programmed into the computer. Please use highly visible painters tape to add your number to each car door and make sure your numbers are atleast 5” tall. If you have ‘other’ numbers on your car, please cover them up for this event.

5) Run Groups
We will have 2 run groups – group A and group B. Regular entrants in each group will get 3 runs in AM session and 3 runs in PM session and will be expected to man their work assignment when not running. The schedule will be 3A, 3B, lunch, 3A, 3B, fun runs, post–event drinks.

6) Competition Classes

We will be using the Central PCA AutoX car classification system for this event. Prizes will be awarded to 1st, 2nd, 3rd fastest times in each of the 5 groups. Your provisional car classification is listed on the attached spreadsheet and will be confirmed by the tech inspectors – any mods to engines or suspension + any lightening of the car or non-DOT tires will bump you up one class. This is a fun AX to raise money for charity so please don’t take these classes too seriously.
7) Back-up rain dates

We don’t have one! We will still run in the rain …. which actually makes it more fun! The only things we will stop for are (i) if any planes land and (ii) nearby lightening 

Finally, the aircraft hangar is a great place to watch the competition and will be full of vendors, hot jets and cool Porsches -- all friends, guests and spectators are very welcome.

Do I need to get my car inspected before hand or will someone give it a  look at there ?
Steve reply - Yes, you must get your car inspected on the morning of the event - pls arrive as near to 8am as possible and someone will do it then

What type or course work did I volunteer for ?
Steve reply - you need to sign up for work assignments on sunday morning when you register

Steve reply - yes but they must sign a waiver at the registration desk as soon as arrive. They can watch from inside the hangar.
